IE:  more challenging assignments for some students and remedial help for others to ensure all students are challenged at an appropriate level.  ¨ Tests are aligned with state standards, and are nationally normed. Tests are untimed. Students are given as much time as needed to complete each test to ensure assessment of real understanding. Our shift to MAPS testing has provided teachers,  administrators, and parents information that can be used to work with both the strength and weaknesses in a student’s academic profile. This approach allows us to customize learning for every 
Corpus Christi student.  

Exámenes MAPS = Aprendizaje Individualizado en Corpus Christi
